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                                 CONDITIONS OF ADOPTION 	

 
1. Should it become necessary to part with the dog/bitch for any reason, all dogs MUST be returned to CORNWALL & SOUTH DEVON BOXER RESCUE.
2. It is a requirement of Adoption that the Adopter MUST be a fully paid up Member of CORNWALL & SOUTH DEVON BOXER RESCUE at the time of Adoption and remain a Member for the lifetime of the dog.  By signing this Adoption Application, you signify agreement to these terms.
3. After adoption, the new owner will be contacted by a representative from CORNWALL & SOUTH DEVON BOXER RESCUE with the object of (a) ensuring that the dog is happily settled and (b) to assist with any problems that may have arisen.
4. The new owner must make sure that their contact number is engraved on a disc attached thereto.  All dogs will be microchipped and it is the legal responsibility of the new owner to change to their details. It is the law for your dog to wear an identity tag even if it is microchipped.
5. Should the dog become lost or missing the new owner must notify the Police and CORNWALL & SOUTH DEVON BOXER RESCUE IMMEDIATELY.
6. The new owner must provide qualified veterinary treatment in cases of injury or illness.
7. Under no circumstances may Rescued Boxers be used for breeding purposes.
8. CORNWALL & SOUTH DEVON BOXER RESCUE cannot be held responsible for any liability whatsoever in connection with the dog after it has been adopted.  
9. New owners must undertake as follows:
(a) Not allow the dog to be used in experimentation or stage purposes of any nature.
(b) Feed and house the dog to the Charity’s satisfaction.
(c) Exercise the dog regularly and keep its booster vaccinations up to date.
(d) Ensure the dog is kept under control and not allowed to cause a nuisance to other animals or the general public.
10.  Donations cannot be refunded.
11.  CSDBR must be notified of any change of address or circumstances of adopter.
